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From the Board of Directors
Roland Doucette, President

This has been a pretty chilly winter in Blue Jay, certainly the coldest I 
can remember in the 17 years we have been homeowners. The pool 
cover was on and off (mostly on) for a long time. Hopefully we have 

broken that trend, and the pool can stay in its summer resting place. We do 
intend to purchase a new cover in the fall, and the old cover will be used as a template to cut 
the new one.

The Board is about to enter into a contract for $29,844 with Nicholls Concrete for sidewalk 
repair. Add this to the approximate $25,000 that we spent with Joswig Concrete about 5 years 
ago, and I hope that you can see a serious problem developing. With costs continuing to rise, 
will we be spending another 30-35 thousand dollars in another 5 years? It should be noted that 
we will only be addressing the perimeter of the park with this $30,000. We simply do not have 
the money to address any of our interior streets. This is such a simple thing to fix. I would find 
it very hard to believe that any Blue Jay resident walking on a sidewalk is going to crack it. It 
is your vehicle, or the vehicle working on your house, that is causing this problem. It is your 
money that we are spending, folks. Do you want to keep literally pouring it into cracks, when 
the solution is oh so simple?

Many of our snowbirds will be leaving for the north over the next few weeks. Here is a 
checklist of items to take care of before you leave –
1.	Make sure someone is in charge of your property and notify the Association who it is. 

Forms for this purpose are in the clubhouse.
2.	Use the form to also update your contact address with the Association before you leave. 

The forms can be deposited in the Association box at the east side of the clubhouse
3.	Change the batteries in your sprinkler timer and make sure it is set to the correct time 

(standard, not daylight savings).
4.	Make sure ALL items around your home have been stowed. During hurricane season, a 

mat or mail basket can become a projectile and do damage to your home or that of your 
neighbors.

5.	 If you have storm shutters, lubricate the hinges and locks. During the hurricane issues we 
have seen over the last several years it was difficult or in some cases impossible to lower 
storm shutters because they were either rusted or frozen in position. Now is the time to 
make sure they work properly, not when we are under a hurricane warning.

For those of you who will be staying in Blue Jay over the summer please be sure to have 
an emergency plan and supplies in case there is a weather event. Better to be ready and not

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FEAST Food Pantry
Dan & Max Karpf, Coordinators

The FEAST Food Pantry provides food and personal care items to 
residents in North Pinellas County. They distribute bags of shelf 
stable food based on family size which typically equates to a 3–4 day supply of food.  

They also provide perishable food staples such as meat, milk and fresh produce to their clients 
which helps them to create a balanced diet for their families. Additionally, their clients receive 
personal care items such as toilet paper, paper towels, toothpaste and other hygiene products 
not permitted for purchase under SNAP.

During a visit, they ask their guests “How many in your household?” They distribute the 
following portions to them: 1-2 guests = 18 lbs., 3-4 guests 25 lbs., 5-6 guests 44 lbs.  Weekly, 
FEAST is distributing approximately 4200 lbs. of food.  

At any given time, the most needed items are peanut butter, jelly, pasta and sauce, canned 
soups, canned veggies of all kinds, side dishes like rice, mashed potatoes, pasta salad and 
snacks like chips, popcorn, snack bars.   

FEAST will also take Aldi, Publix & Walmart gift cards as this helps them shop for any 
items they need most. 

Donation items can be left in the blue FEAST box located within the clubhouse on the 
stage. 

Monetary donations / gift cards should be dropped off to us personally at 172 Hickory Gate 
Drive.

As always, please ensure donated items are unopened and not expired. 
Thank you for helping us collect for FEAST with their most crucial items listed above.
