As I began writing my newsletter article for September I was gong to talk about fall and 
the up coming migration of Snow Birds.

At first Irma was a blip way out in the Atlantic Ocean.  As days past and television coverage

When it hit the British Virgin Islands we all knew it really packed a punch.  The videos of

Houses, stores, cars -- everything was nothing but rubble.  There was absolute destruction 
everywhere.  People were left homeless with no food waster or shelter.  Some of the cruise 
ships were rescuing residents, but the need for help was much greater than the resources.

 
When Irma left the islands, she made her way to Cuba and then onto the Florida Keys.  

Everyone was glued to the television all weekend wondering where Irma would land and how 
strong the gale force winds and water surges would be.  As Irma made land fall we all held our 
breath.  Most of Florida had been ordered to evacuate and there was a mass exodus.  I-75 and 
I-95 were like a parking lot.  Gas stations ran out of gas and many folks were stranded on the 
side of the road with empty gas tanks.

 
When Irma went through Naples and Fort Meyers many of us wondered if we would have 

a mobile park to return to.  The year-round residents had submerged the pool chairs in the pool 
and moved the lounge chairs to the club house where they hunkered down to ride out the storm.  
Monday many of us tried to communicate with them to no avail.  Luckily, we began getting bits 
and pieces of news that there wasn't any major damage.  Irma had lost much of her punch and 
took a right turn going to the East of Tampa being reduced to a category one hurricane as it hit 
Pinellas County.  It was a very eerie feeling seeing the water from Tampa Bay being taken out 
to sea and dry land appearing everywhere.

 
Once again prayers were answered and we all dodged a bullet.  Damages can be repaired 

and debris can be cleared away.  he most important aspect of this experience ... no one was hurt 
in Boca Ciega.  The old Indian Legend still holds true.  We are on old Indian burial grounds 
and that keeps us safe.
