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Health benefits of coffee for (almost) everyone

Is coff ee good for you? Bad? The arguments go on and on, but a meta-analysis of 127 stud-
ies on the question by the University of Catania in Italy has found that drinking coff ee is 
associated with the following health benefi ts:

• Decreased risk of breast, colorectal, colon, endometrial and prostate cancers, among 
others, from 2-20 percent depending on the cancer type.

• Five percent reduction in risk for cardiovascular disease.
• An approximately 30 percent lower risk for both Type 2 diabetes and 

Parkinson’s disease, thanks to coff ee’s ability to improve enzymes that regu-
late glucose and insulin metabolisms.

• A lower death rate.

Coff ee’s natural antioxidants reduce free radicals that can damage cells 
and cause aging. It’s also an anti-infl ammatory that calms you down so you don’t overact to 
stress.

One group that should avoid coff ee, however, is pregnant women. Coff ee, the study 
notes, can increase the risk of miscarriage.

Be ready to donate

Are you nervous about donating blood or signing up to be an organ donor? You don’t 
have to be. An infographic from Work The World explores some of the common mis-
conceptions about blood and organ donations. They include:

• Age. There is no age limit on organ donations. In fact, the oldest known donor to date 
was a Scottish woman of 107 who donated one of her corneas after death. The main factor is 
the health of the organ and the donor.

• Organs. A single organ donor can improve or save up to eight lives. Donating tissue can 
save even more.

• Blood type. All blood types are needed, even the most common ones.

• Tattoos. Got a tattoo? That won’t prevent you from donating blood as long as you’re 
otherwise healthy.

New filter makes dirty water safe to drink in one step

The lack of drinkable water could reach crisis levels in the 21st century, but a team of 
scientists in Australia may have an answer, according to the Science Alert website. 
They’re using a type of graphene called Graphair to fi lter safe water from seawater in 

just one step.

Graphene is an ultra-strong carbon material only one atom thick. It’s expensive 
to produce, but Graphair is cheaper and simple to make.

A grapheme fi lm with microscopic nanochannels allows water to fi lter through 
but stops larger pollutants. On its own, it becomes contaminated quickly. When 
Graphair is added, the fi lm screens out 99 percent of pollutants, and still works even when 
covered with contaminants.

The scientists hope that the process could eventually be used for fi ltration in households 
and town water supplies, and for treating seawater and industrial wastewater.

Survey looks at who argues about money

Money is a major cause of confl ict and stress in many relationships, but it aff ects some 
couples more than others. In a survey by CompareCards.com, a subsidiary of Lend-
ingTree, only 15 percent of respondents said they fought about money with their 

partner.

The survey found that 20 percent of members of Generation X (ages 35-54) argue about 
money, followed by 17 percent of millennials (18-34), and only 9 percent of people over 55.

The health of the relationship may infl uence money squabbles. Eight-two percent of the 
couples who claimed not to fi ght over money described themselves as “extremely satisfi ed in 
their relationships,” but just 59 percent of people who do have arguments felt the same way.

One way some people avoid fi nancial confl icts is by hiding purchases. Thirty-
seven percent of survey participants said they have bought things without telling 

their signifi cant other, and 11 percent said they have a private bank account, 
credit card, or loan that their partner doesn’t know about.

Distant galaxy not as large as thought

For years, astronomers believed that the Andromeda galaxy, some 3.5 million light-years 
from Earth, was much larger than our own Milky Way—and that it would someday 
gobble up our galaxy. Recent research reported on the Sci-News website, however, sug-

gests that Andromeda’s size is roughly equivalent to ours, a mass of 800 billion solar masses.

Scientists analyzed the orbits of high-speed stars in Andromeda and found 
that the distant galaxy has less dark matter than previously estimated, lowering 
their measurements of its mass. The two galaxies will still eventually collide 
in about 4 billion years, but the new fi ndings radically transform astronomers’ 

knowledge of our local galaxy group.

Self-driving cars rising in drivers’ acceptance

Are you eager to buy a self-driving car? More and more Americans are warming up to 
the idea. A study by AAA last year found that 78 percent of Americans were scared of 
the idea of riding in a car that drives itself. A more recent survey saw that fi gure drop 

to 63 percent.

Age makes a diff erent in attitude. Sixty-eight percent of Baby Boomers said 
they’d feel worried in a driverless car, and 70 percent of Gen Xers expressed 
concern too. However, fewer than 50 percent of millennials said they’d be 

frightened of riding in a self-driving vehicle.

Overall, half of drivers in the survey said they want their next car to have some self-driv-
ing features, like being able to stop on its own or stay within lanes on the highway.

Clutter is the top target of kitchen remodelers

Thinking of renovating your kitchen? Tidiness is the biggest trend this year, according to 
the 2018 Houzz Kitchen Trends Study. The study found that 75 percent of homeowners 
named decluttering their counters as their No. 1 priority, followed by 66 percent who 

want to put things away and 49 percent who are focused on recycling.

The biggest issue? Storage, cited by 93 percent of survey respondents. That was followed 
by space planning (38 percent), entertainment (32 percent), and cleanliness (32 percent).
