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HERE’S WHAT’S COOKIN: 
Beef  ‘n’ Biscuit Casserole:

Ingredients:  1 pound ground beef, ½ cup chopped onion, ¼ cup diced green bell 
pepper, 1 can (8 ounces) tomato sauce chili powder, ½ teaspoon garlic salt, 1 can (8 ounces) 
refrigerator buttermilk biscuits

1 ½ cups shredded cheddar cheese, divided, ½ cup sour cream, 1 egg, beaten.

Directions: Preheat oven to 375 degrees F.  Use an 8x8 or 9x9 inch baking dish.  In a 
nonstick skillet, brown ground beef with onions and peppers.  Drain grease.  Stir in tomato 
sauce, chili powder, and garlic salt.  Let simmer.

Separate biscuit dough into 10 biscuits; split each in half.  Press 10 biscuit halves over 
the bottom of the baking dish.

Arrange remaining 
biscuit halves on top.  Sprinkle with remaining 1 cup of cheddar.

Bake for 25 to 30 minutes, or until golden brown.

According to the Digital Spy web-
site, when a magazine ran a series on some of the journalists who’d interviewed him 
over the years, they discovered that he’d played the same trick on them over and over 

again:

When his aide came in to show the reporter 
out, he’d say, “Look, I know we’re on a schedule, but we’re having such fun here, could we do an 
extra 15 minutes?” Every journalist felt fl attered by the attention, which usually resulted in a posi-
tive review of whatever album Bowie was publicizing. Only years later did they realize that he’d 
scheduled them for a full hour all along.
