G May has been a busy month rescheduling services for our off-season. Many of you
may not be aware of the following services that we scale back on.

TRASH COLLECTION - We reduce the number of times that Dumpsters are emptied by
50%. This saves us a substantial amount of money from May until October each year.

RECYCLING CANTAINERS- We reduce them to once weekly from May until October.

GERMAPHOBES - We reduce the cleaning services for the Offices, Card Rooms and Rec.
Hall to bi-weekly from May until October each year.

POOL UPDATE - Progress continues on the reconditioning process. The 8 main drains
have been installed to the water supply pit. The broken ground has been recovered, and the
pavers are being reinstalled. The overall project is taking longer than expected. We all must
realize that it is the largest privately owned pool in Pinellas County 75°x42’° Junior Olympic
and 144,000 gallons of water. Once completed, it must sit for two weeks without usage to allow
the new quartz coating to totally cure.

FRONT ENTERANCE - The entryway is nearly complete. The sign has been cleaned and
repainted. The Lava Rock has been painted; plants, mulch, lighting and a new sprinkler system
are now in place. A big thank you to Alice Jarvis, Kim Grierson, Bud and Marilyn Koeth for
landscaping and designing.

OFFICE ROOF - We just had the Office Building Roof pressure washed and recoated.

PAVILION ROOQOF - We just had the Pavilion Roof pressure washed, seams sealed and
recoated.

LAUNDRY ROOF - Pressure washed and recoated.

MAINTENANCE BLDG. - Roof cleaned and recoated.

BENCHES - Two new polywood benches are due in for residents to enjoy the Lake view
on the east side of the park.

SUNDAY, JUNE 14th, 2026, IS FLAG DAY IN THE USA

hen the American Revolution broke outin 1775, the colonists —
s ’s / were not fighting united under a single flag. Instead, most Fh
regiments participating in the war for independence against i =
the British fought under their own flags. In June of 1775, the Second
Continental Congress met in Philadelphia to create the Continental
Army—a unified colonial fighting force—with the hopes of a more organized battle against
its colonial oppressors. This led to the creation of what was, essentially, the first “American”
flag, the Continental Colors. On June 14, 1777, the Second Continental Congress took a break
from writing the Articles of Confederation and passed a resolution stating that “the flag of the
United States be 13 stripes, alternate red and white,” and that “the union be 13 stars, white in a
blue field, representing a new constellation.” Over 100 years later, in 1916, President Woodrow
Wilson marked the anniversary of that decree by officially establishing June 14 as Flag Day.
Canada has its own Flag Day celebrated on February 15 of each year. At the stroke of noon on
February 15, 1965, Canada's red and white maple leaf flag was raised for the very first time on
Parliament Hill. On the same day in 1996, National Flag of Canada Day was declared.

THE SUMMER SOLSTICE IN THE NORTHERN HEMISPHERE
OCCURS ON FRIDAY, JUNE 21, 2026

The summer solstice is the longest day of the year that marks the start of the summer season.

The solstice happens when the Earth arrives at the point where the North Pole is at its

maximum tilt in relation to the sun. This is why days are longer during the Summer Solstice.
During the Summer Solstice, the sun rises north of east and sets in the northwest because it is at its
northernmost point in the sky. The sun is visible in the sky longer than usual, making the Summer
Solstice the longest day of the year. In case you wondered, in the Southern Hemisphere, the
summer solstice takes place on Monday, December 21, 2026, when the sun is at the farthest south.

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ST. JEAN BAPTISTE DAY IS ON WEDNESDAY, JUNE 24, 2026

St. Jean Baptiste Day is a national holiday in the Canadian province of Quebec and

celebrated by French Canadians worldwide. The day honors the traditional feast day of

the Nativity, or birth, of St. John the Baptist. It was brought to Canada by French settlers
with the first mention of celebrations of Saint-Jean-Baptiste in North America dating back to
1606, when settlers on their way to the future Acadia, rested on the coast of Newfoundland.
It was declared a public holiday in Quebec in 1925, with publicly financed events organized
province wide. This includes Saint-Jean-Baptiste parades which became an important tradition
over time. On St-Jean-Baptiste Day, it's common for people to dress up in blue and white and
display the Quebec flag. If they’re not headed to a specific celebration, you’ll find many people
hosting parties, meeting up for barbecues in local parks, or taking advantage of the day off to
explore local museums, activities, and restaurants.

PINELLAS COUNTY EMERGENCY NOTIFICATIONS

notifications service, called Alert Pinellas that will send an email and/or a text to you to let you
know about imminent severe weather. You can sign up for emergency notifications at https://
pinellas.gov/alert-pinellas/

You will need to establish a username and a password for this site, but it is friendly and
easy to navigate. Both year-round residents and Snowbirds may sign up for this service. The
site will not send out routine weather reports, but it will contact you when extreme weather is
approaching our area.

D 0 you want to nurture a culture of creativity in your organization? Try to build in these

essential ingredients:

* Curiosity. Ask people questions that challenge the conventional wisdom. En-
courage them to stretch boundaries and take chances on new opportunities.

* Emotion. People who love what they do are better at generating new ideas about their
work. Hire and support people who show a real enthusiasm for your organization and its
mission.

* Tolerance. People won’t suggest ideas if they’re afraid of being punished for failure. En-
courage risk taking by showing forgiveness when things don’t work out, as long as people
are giving their best efforts.

* Direction. A clear sense of what you want to achieve will help people fo-

cus their ideas. Have a concrete mission statement that tells everyone what
you’re trying to do, why it’s important, and how it will benefit everyone.

What do the instructions say? Creativity expert
Yoram Solomon often conducts workshops that teach people to approach problems with

an open mind. In one exercise (recounted on the Inc. magazine website), he asks partici-
pants to build a structure out of a sheet of paper. Some cut the paper into smaller pieces,
although his instructions don’t specifically say they can.

Once everyone is finished, Solomon asks, “Did the instructions allow you
to cut the paper?” Most believe they’ve done something wrong. But one person
usually pipes up with, “You didn’t say we couldn’t, either.”

“To be creative,” Solomon points out, “don’t assume restrictions that
don’t really exist.”

The “eureka” moment. Many people believe that creativity
is a sudden flash of insight.

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Try ginger for its health benefits

e The common cold. Some research suggests that ginger helps your
body sweat out a cold, as well as producing a germ-fighting agent called dermicidin,
which can protect you from bacteria and fungi.

One study by the American Pain Society found that taking two grams
of ginger for 11 days can significantly reduce aches and muscle soreness caused by exer-
cise. That's because ginger contains anti-inflammatory compounds known as gingerols,
which prevent the transmission of pain from inflammation. Try adding a few slices of
ginger every time you drink a glass of water.

« Indigestion. Ginger can help speed up the digestive process, allowing you to empty
your stomach faster. It also helps eliminate excess gas from the intestinal tract.

Watch out for ‘masked’ hypertension
B eing diagnosed with high blood pressure may be scary, but thinking your

blood pressure is normal when it’s not? Scarier still.

The Live Science website reports that almost one in eight Americans
who believe their blood pressure is just fine may really have a masked form
of hypertension that doesn’t show up when they visit their doctors. Instead
their blood pressure is elevated during their daily activities, so they may be at increased
risk of heart disease without realizing it. To diagnose masked hypertension, researchers
suggest wearing 12-hour blood pressure monitors that take readings through the day.

The flip side of this phenomenon is so-called “white-coat hypertension,” in which pa-
tients’ blood pressure increases at the doctor’s office (possibly from nervousness?) but is

normal the rest of the time. Unlike masked hypertension, these people don’t appear to be
at a higher risk of heart disease.
