Subject: December Monthly Report

Pool: Debris in the pool has caused the health department to close the pool. The debris is 
from the drains. An engineering survey was completed, and one quote has been received 
to repair the pool. Two more quotes are due in the next couple weeks. The board is 

looking to release a contract for the pool repair as soon as possible. While the pool is closed, 
the spa will remain open.

Trees: The county initially did not locate all thirteen shade trees installed by the park 
during their inspection. The board believes that the county has now rectified their report, and 
all permits held up are now issued.

Phone Books: Updated phone books are available in the office.
Lift Station Generator: The permit for the lift station generator has still not been approved. 

A new requirement for a topological survey is now being requested by the county. This survey 
has been contracted for by the board.

Well System: The well system has caused problems for several years. One of the issues is 
the well not taking a “prime”. One of the issues is the location of the pump to the well head. 
The pump is too far from the well head to hold a reliable prime. An outside contractor has been 
contracted to relocate the pump and repair the plumbing, so the system is more reliable.

Hall Men’s Room: The men’s room in the hall has experienced some plumbing problems. 
An outside plumber has been called in to make some minor repairs. 

Insurance: The board is working on securing insurance coverage for the Co-Op for 2026.
Fishing Dock: Repairs to the fishing dock are necessary and will be made in the new year.
Hall and Office Painting: The exterior of the hall and office buildings are scheduled to be 

painted in the new year. The paint will be the same color as the existing exterior.
Men’s Room: The poolside men’s room will be renovated in the new year. Quotes have 

been received, and a contractor will be selected right after the new year.
Front Entrance: A town hall is scheduled in January to discuss the front entrance. Once 

the town hall has been held, the board will select the option for modification to the entrance.
Pool Lights: A pool light committee has been formed and will officially be initiated in 

January 2026. The committee will be tasked with coming up with options for installing lights 
in and around the pool to allow nighttime swimming. A shareholder vote will be taken once the 
committee has made its recommendations. Board Meeting: A board meeting was held on 15 
December 2025 to authorize emergency funds from the reserves to repair the pool drains and 
pool room. $150,000 was authorized to repair the pool.

Financial: The financial reports for December will be posted in the hall. The expense 
statement for December will be available on the LSR website.

2026 AGM: The 2026 Annual General Meeting (AGM) is scheduled for 25 March 2026. 
Shareholders will be receiving the first mailing in January. There are three board seats up for 
election.

FISH SPECIES IN LAKE SEMINOLE

We all enjoy seeing the many birds, turtles, and gators that we can see 
in our beautiful lake. But have you ever wondered what fish also call 
our lake home? Lake Seminole is home to a diverse range of fish species, making it 

an excellent destination for anglers. Here are some fish you can expect to catch here.
Largemouth Bass: Known for their size and fight, largemouth bass are a favorite among 

anglers. They are most active late afternoon and early morning. Topwater lures are recommended 
due to the thick vegetation in the lake.

Panfish: Bluegill, Bream, and Crappie are also abundant and can be caught with lures or 
worms.

Catfish: Flathead and Channel catfish are popular among anglers and can be caught all 
year round. They are often found using cut bait, worms, or chicken liver.

Pickerel: Chain Pickerel are found in the lake and can be caught using floating stick lures, 
or 6” soft artificials.

Exotics: Mayan Cichlids and Blue Tilapia are also found in the lake. Cichlids and Tilapia 
are both a bit like bass and can be caught using the same bait as bass.

Gar: Gars have elongated bodies that are heavily armored with hard scales, and fronted 
by similarly elongated jaws filled with long, sharp teeth. This prehistoric fish is not generally 
harvested and should be carefully released due to the sharp teeth.

A freshwater fishing license in Florida currently costs $17.00 per year for Florida 
residents, and $47.00 per year for non-residents. You can also buy a 3-day non-resident 
freshwater license for $17.00 or a 7-day license for $30.00. Saltwater fishing license prices 
are similar to the freshwater costs. For more information check out the following website -
