I would like to address the outside projects and kindly warn and advise not to change

anything outside your home until you properly fill out and submit a permit for your work
and wait to hear back from us before you begin. Our goal is not to hinder your creativity but
to maintain the beauty and integrity of Glenwood for all residents. It is also important to note
that your Board members are residents just like you. We live by the same rules and regulations
that govern our community. We understand the process and the desire to make your home your
own. We are here to help you navigate this process smoothly.

We still face challenges with some residents feeding wildlife and feral animals. THIS
PRACTICE MUST STOP!

I would like to remind everyone that as property owners here in Glenwood each owner was
issued a binder that included the RULES AND REGULATIONS on what ownership within
the scope of a Condo Association is all about. This informs Glenwood residents what their
responsibility as a homeowner here looks like. This binder serves as a valuable resource that
outlines your responsibilities as a homeowner. I encourage everyone to revisit this information,
familiarize yourselves with our guidelines, and adhere to them diligently.

I did not become a board member to wear the hat of a policeman, but if we don't take on
this responsibility, then there can be ramifications for ignorance. If owners continue to ignore
these rules, then we have no choice but to enforce the By-Laws.

So please, review your RULES and REGULATIONS and follow protocol. This will keep
us from violations. Article VI, page 19-20 explains the fining process once you are issued a
written violation. If this does not resolve the problem, the Board DOES have the right to contact
our lawyer and start the eviction process through the courts. Understanding our community’s
rules is not just about compliance; it is about fostering a sense of belonging and pride in our
neighborhood.

In closing, I want to thank you all for your attention and cooperation. Together, we can
maintain the beauty and harmony of Glenwood. Your efforts can and will make a difference.

Researchers tracked more than 90,000 women over a period of years.
Women 27-44 answered questions relating to their diet as adults and in high
school. The data they collected about fiber consumption, after screening out other factors like
race and family history of breast cancer, showed that women who had eaten high amounts of
fiber had a 12-19 percent lower chance of getting breast cancer. In addition, women who re-
ported a high fiber intake during their high school years were found to have a 16 percent lower
risk of suffering breast cancer overall, as well as a 24 percent lower risk of being diagnosed
before menopause.

Fiber from fruits and vegetables appear to offer the most health benefits.
