Hurricane Preparedness 2026
Cindy Taylor, Editor

Over the past few years, our park has experienced 
firsthand the impacts of powerful storms, including Hurricanes Ian, Helene, and 
Milton. These events reminded us how vulnerable coastal communities can be 

and how quickly conditions can change. From high winds and heavy rainfall to power 
outages and flooding concerns, each storm brought its own challenges. Gateway residents 
experienced loss of homes, interruptions to utilities and daily routines. Cleanup and recovery 
required time, coordination, and neighborly support and yes, there are still items to get 
finished. 

As we approach another hurricane season, it’s important to reflect on what we’ve learned 
and take proactive steps to ensure our safety, protect our homes, and support one another before, 
during, and after a storm. 

The 2026 Atlantic hurricane season is expected to be shaped by a developing El Niño                        
which may lead to fewer storms compared to historical averages. Despite this, hurricane                     
preparedness remains crucial as multiple storms could still impact the United States. 

The season will officially begin on June 1, 2026, and end on November 30, 2026. The 
National Hurricane Center (NHC) will begin issuing regular Tropical Weather Outlooks on May 
15, 2026, about two weeks prior to the start of the season.

As we look ahead to the coming season, the following preparedness tips are designed to help 
residents stay informed, make timely decisions, and be better prepared before the next storm 
threatens our community.  Additional Pinellas County–specific information will be shared in 
the June edition of News N Dos.

•	 Preparation Timeline: Start preparing early, as the season officially begins on June 1. 
•	 El Niño Impact: El Niño may lower the total storm count but will not shut down the 

hurricane season. 
•	 Storm Activity: The season is expected to have 13 named storms, with six expected to           

strengthen into hurricanes and two reaching major hurricane status. 
•	 Risk Awareness: Understand your risk from hurricanes and begin pre-season 

preparations now. 
•	 Evacuation Planning: Have at least 2-3 evacuation routes planned and know when to 

evacuate.

•	 Home Protection: Protect your home by installing storm shutters, reinforcing storm/
shed doors, and clearing gutters. 

•	 Supplies: Have essential supplies like water, non-perishable food, medications, and a 
battery-powered NOAA radio. 

•	 National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) radio - It broadcasts 
24 hours a day, 7 days a week, delivering continuous local weather information 
straight from the nearest National Weather Service office. Unlike a regular AM/FM 
radio, a NOAA radio:

Sends out official alerts such as watches and warnings for hurricanes, severe storms, flooding, 
and other hazards

NOAA Weather Radio is often described as the “Voice of the National Weather Service” 
and is considered one of the most reliable ways to receive urgent weather information, especially 
during hurricanes and other severe events.

FYI - NOAA radios can be purchased on Amazon $30-$50.

By following these guidelines and staying informed, individuals and organizations can better      
prepare for the potential impact of hurricanes in 2026.
