Gate Fobs: Fobs (like a garage door opener) for the gate between Pointe

West and Four Seasons are available for purchase at the Pointe West Office during regular
business hours. The cost is $31.00 each, cash only, no checks. If you do not buy a fob for
the gate, the manual code will still work.
