MAY DAY TRADITION:

Passing out May baskets is a traditional May Day (May 1st) custom used to celebrate the 
arrival of spring, spread cheer, and express affection or romantic interest. The tradition 
involves leaving small baskets filled with flowers, treats, or homemade gifts on friends' 

and neighbors' doorsteps, often anonymously.
Key aspects of the May basket tradition include:

•	 Welcoming Spring: Rooted in ancient European pagan customs, the baskets celebrate the 
return of spring, fertility, and renewal.

•	 The "Secret" Delivery: Traditionally, you hang the basket on the doorknob, knock, shout 
"May basket!", and run away.

Common contents of a May basket:
•	 Freshly picked wildflowers (like daisies or lilacs) or flowers in pots.
•	 Candies, popcorn, pretzels, or homemade cookies.
•	 Small gifts, notes, or handmade crafts.

While the popularity of this tradition faded in the mid-20th century, it is still practiced in some 
parts of the United States and has seen a minor resurgence as a way to build community and 
show kindness to neighbors.

While it’s known for marking the unofficial start of summer with barbecues and 
gatherings, the history of Memorial Day holds a much more profound meaning. This day is 
dedicated to honoring the men and women who have given their lives in service to the U.S. 
military. Below, we’ll explore the Memorial Day meaning, history, traditions, and purpose of 
Memorial Day so you can fully appreciate its significance and understand why we honor the 
brave souls who made the ultimate sacrifice.

Memorial Day, originally called Decoration Day, is a day of remembrance for those who 

have died in service of the United States of America. It's difficult to prove the origins of this 
day as over two dozen towns and cities lay claim to be the birthplace. In May 1966, President 
Lyndon Johnson stepped in and officially declared Waterloo N.Y. the birthplace of Memorial 
Day.

Regardless of the location of origins or the exact date, one thing is crystal clear – Memorial

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Day was borne out of the Civil War (which ended in 1865) and a desire to honor our dead. On 
the 5th of May in 1868, General John Logan who was the national commander of the Grand 
Army of the republic, officially proclaimed it in his General Order No. 11.

Part of the history of Memorial Day meaning will show that in the Order, the General 
proclaimed, “The 30th of May, 1868, is designated for the purpose of strewing with flowers, or 
otherwise decorating the graves of comrades who died in defense of their country during the 
late rebellion, and whose bodies now lie in almost every city, village and hamlet churchyard in 
the land.” Because the day wasn't the anniversary of any particular battle, the General called 
it, The date of Decoration Day.

On the first Decoration Day, 5,000 participants decorated the graves of 20,000 Union 
and Confederate soldiers buried at Arlington Cemetery while General James Garfield made a 
historic speech.

New York was the first state to officially recognize the holiday in 1873. It was recognized 
by all northern states by 1890. Differently, the South refused to acknowledge the day and 
honored their dead on separate days. This went on until after World War I when the holiday 
changed from honoring just those who died fighting in the Civil War to honoring Americans 
who died fighting in any war.

With the Congressional passage of the National Holiday Act of 1971 (P.L. 90 – 363), it is 
now observed on the last Monday in May by almost every state.

This helped ensure a three day weekend (Memorial Day Weekend) for Federal holidays. In 
addition, several southern states have an additional separate day for honoring the Confederate 
war dead: January 19th in Texas; April 26th in Alabama, Florida, Georgia, and Mississippi; May 
10th in South Carolina; and June 3rd (Jefferson Davis’ birthday) in Louisiana and Tennessee.

History and the Meaning of Memorial Day: Red Poppies
In 1915, inspired by the poem “In Flanders Fields,” Moina Michael replied with her own 

poem:
We cherish too, the Poppy red That grows on fields where valor led, It seems to signal to 

the skies That blood of heroes never dies.
She then conceived of an idea to wear red poppies on Memorial day in honor of those 

who died serving the nation during war. She was the first to wear one, and sold poppies to her 
friends and co-workers with the money going to benefit servicemen in need. See more on the 
significance of the Red Poppy.

Later a Madam Guerin from France was visiting the United States and learned of this new 
custom started by Ms. Michael. When she returned to France she made artificial red poppies 
to raise money for war orphaned children and widowed women. This tradition spread to other 
countries. In 1921, the Franco-American Children’s League sold poppies nationally to benefit 
war orphans of France and Belgium. The League disbanded a year later and Madam Guerin 
approached the VFW for help.

Shortly before Memorial Day in 1922 the VFW became the first veterans’ organization to

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nationally sell poppies. Two years later their “Buddy” Poppy program was selling artificial 
poppies made by disabled veterans. In 1948 the US Post Office honored Ms. Michael for her 
role in founding the National Poppy movement by issuing a red 3 cent postage stamp with her 
likeness on it.

National Moment of Remembrance‍
The meaning of Memorial day and history couldn't be complete without the birth of the 

the “National Moment of Remembrance”, which was a resolution passed on Dec 2000 which 
asks that at 3 p.m. local time, for all Americans “To voluntarily and informally observe in their 
own way a Moment of remembrance and respect, pausing from whatever they are doing for a 
moment of silence or listening to ‘Taps.”

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A lesson in taking chances

A story from the book Art and Fear, by David Bayles and Ted Orland (Im-
age Continuum Press), illustrates the power of taking chances and risk-
ing failure when you’re trying to achieve something of quality:

On the fi rst day of class, a ceramics teacher announced that he was putting 
his students into two groups. Half the students would be graded on quantity of 
works produced, the other half on the quality of just one work. On the fi nal day 
of class, the instructor looked at the pots from both groups and realized that the best pots—
those with the most creative designs and those that seemed most beautiful—all came from the 
group graded on quantity.

As the authors put it: “It seems that while the ‘quantity’ group was busily churning out 
piles of work—and learning from their mistakes—the ‘quality’ group had sat theorizing 
about perfection, and in the end had little more to show for their efforts than grandiose 
theories and a pile of dead clay.”

Take a fresh approach to solving problems

You don’t always want the same old solutions to everyday problems. 
Sometimes you want to try something diff erent. From the Fast Company 
website comes these ideas for fi nding a fresh approach:

• Rephrase the question. The way you frame the problem may limit your options. Teach 
yourself to expand the scope. Instead of, “How can we throw a great birthday party for 
Ted?” Ask, “What can we do to make this a memorable birthday?”

• Look for bad ideas. Seeking perfect solutions can put too much pressure on your creativ-
ity. Give yourself a break and try coming up with some bad ideas. You’ll get them out of 
the way quickly, and sometimes a bad idea can lead to something new and exciting.

• Challenge your assumptions. Take a hard look at your basic beliefs about the situation. 
Is the customer really always right? Is the lowest price necessarily the best deal? Turning 
your assumptions on their heads can suggest a diff erent direction to go in.
