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PRESIDENT'S CORNER

The Walmart gate project was delayed while we waited for Duke Energy -_

to establish connectivity which they finally did in early April. The
office and the board are working on developing policies for gate access for special events,
visitors, lost key fobs, etc. These will all be worked out before the gate is activated.

The analysis of the condition of our roads is now complete with core samples approved in
March by the board being completed. The report showed that the road base is in good shape
and substantially in compliance with the terms of our contract with ACPLM. Even though
the asphalt has places where the thickness is below the 1.5 inches, the recommendation of the
infrastructure committee was that we manage the roads we have and use the information to
determine where we may want to do some repaving over time.

The Infrastructure committee also looked at the front lift station redesign where the contract
was awarded at the March board meeting. With the older of the two pumps failing, and the
electric panel taking 6 weeks or so to come in, the committee recommended we do what we
can to expedite the project and try to get it completed before hurricane season begins June 1.

Infrastructure is also looking at the water line repair over the canal where an engineering drawing
has now been delivered, and the work is out for bid by three contractors we have experience
with. The design is to go under the canal to avoid future issues with this line.

The Governing Documents Review committee, under the leadership of Jan McCoy and Maggie
Stokes, continues to meet on a weekly basis and is plowing through the rules document, with a
lot of great information being shared by both the committee members and through community
feedback. Another initiative that has grown out of this effort is an awareness campaign. Watch
for emails and other forms of communication, such as posters and signs. I recently noticed
blinking red lights on stop signs.

We have been in communication with the Project Manager at Tilman, T-Mobile Fiber and appear
to be on our way to getting community and resident issues resolved. More detail was shared at
the April board meeting.

Wishing you all a great summer as many of our residents are heading back North.

I Life is full of great moments! Life is full of not-so-great moments. Life can be filled with
tragedy. How can we overcome this? We try to tip the scales to bring more of an upbeat
emotional outlook on life. The challenge is just how fleeting those efforts can be. So we seek
to keep busy pursuing happiness.

Our system is being clogged because people are flushing wipes down their toilets. The
product packaging states the wipes are flushable, but they are not septic safe. They are
clogging our system and will burn out our pumps.

LIFT STATION — PLEASE remember that the only thing that goes into your toilets is toilet
paper. When checking on the lift station recently, maintenance found a “Potpourri” bottle floating.
This type of thing CANNOT be put down the toilet. It can do major damage to the pumps and
pipes of the system which can be expensive to repair.

PLEASE ALSO INFORM YOUR SUBLETTERS OF THIS LIMITATION!

FLUSH ONLY: Body waste and toilet paper. (The 3 P’s = pee, poo, paper)

Itis highly recommended that only ONE-PLY toilet paper be used to prevent clogging the toilet.

» Depends
» Swiffer Cloths
» Dust Cloths
» Wet Wipes
» Kleenex
» Food, etc.
» When in doubt, DON'T FLUSH IT!

When we flush, the waste goes into a holding tank that has two pumps to expel the waste UP
and OUT into the Pinellas Park sewage system. When any of the above gets flushed, it clogs
the pump, overheats it and burns out the motor.
