According to the Digital Spy web-
site, when a magazine ran a series on some of the journalists who’d interviewed him
over the years, they discovered that he’d played the same trick on them over and over

again:

Bowie would schedule a 45-minute interview. When his aide came in to show the reporter
out, he’d say, “Look, I know we’re on a schedule, but we’re having such fun here, could we do an
extra 15 minutes?” Every journalist felt flattered by the attention, which usually resulted in a posi-
tive review of whatever album Bowie was publicizing.
