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Beat sleeplessness through awareness of the risks

tions among dozens of factors. One in three American adults don’t get enough sleep every

night, and that number may rise if we don’t work collectively to try and improve our sleep
patterns. As health care writer Anna Johansson points out, the effects of sleep deprivation are
dangerous, both in the short and long term:

Insomnia is becoming a problem in our society, and it’s attributable to complex interac-

* Lack of focus and memory. As both a short-term and long-term effect, losing sleep can
interfere with your ability to create new memories, and may make it more difficult to focus
during the day. This makes it difficult to perform in most professional roles.

* Declining cognitive abilities. Sleep loss also hinders your cognitive capacity, making it
more difficult to think critically or solve problems. This gets more intense with more sleep-
lessness over time.

* Obesity and diabetes. There’s evidence to show that chronic sleepless-
ness can lead to obesity, as well as diabetes, which in turn can lead to
even more serious health complications.

* Heart disease and mortality. Chronic lack of sleep may even increase
the likelihood and severity of heart disease, and decrease your lifespan.

Coffee may cut risk of death, studies say

tarting the day with a cup of coffee helps many of us wake up. New evidence suggests it
S may help us live a longer life, too.

In one study written up in the journal Annals of Internal Medicine, researchers at the Uni-
versity of Southern California’s Keck School of Medicine surveyed more than 185,000 Ameri-
cans for 16 years. Their results: People who drank one cup of java a day were 12 percent less
likely to die than those who didn’t, and people who drank two to three cups were less likely to
die by 18 percent—regardless of whether the coffee was caffeinated or not.

In another study reported in the same journal, researchers analyzed data from more than
half a million people across Europe, and found that higher levels of coffee drinking were as-
sociated with a decrease in the risk of death from many causes, including circulatory and diges-
tive tract diseases.

So enjoy your cup of coffee. It may add years to your life.

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Keep your muscles strong at any age
ﬁ s we grow older, we often lose muscle mass. Muscle mass decline typically starts in

the 40s but increases after age 50. One study of about 200 men and women ages 64-93
found that it affected 22.6 percent of the women and 26.8 percent of the men.
Take these steps to keep your muscles intact:

* Strength training. Lifting weights has been shown to increase muscle mass
and may even reverse the most debilitating effects of muscle loss.

* Aerobic exercise. Healthy muscle tissue needs capillaries to infuse it with
blood. Regular exercise, like a brisk half-hour walk every day, can provide
this.

* Protein. Inadequate protein in the diet, or difficulties digesting and absorbing protein, may
be a factor in susceptibility to lost muscle mass. Older adults may need to increase their
consumption of protein to maintain their lean body mass.

Because these organisms evolved very early in Earth’s history, scientists
believe it unlikely that life would have formed on Earth and nowhere else in
the universe. “This tells us life had to have begun substantially earlier, and it
confirms that it was not difficult for primitive life to form and to evolve into
more advanced microorganisms,” says J. William Schopf, a professor of pa-
leobiology in the UCLA College, and lead author of the study, written up in
the journal Proceedings of the National Academy of Sciences.

Outer space mineral found on Earth

ﬁ rare mineral from outer space has been discovered at the site of an ancient meteor strike

on the Isle of Skye, according to the Fox News website. British geologists were inves-

igating volcanic rocks when they identified the mineral osbornite from a previously
undiscovered meteor impact. Before this, osbornite had only been picked up as space dust by
NASA space missions.

The discovery has raised questions about where the meteorite hit, as well as
whether the impact caused an eruption of volcanic lava that began at the same time.

Climate change spurred migration from Africa
Humans migrated out of Africa some 60,000 years ago. Until recently, scientists believed

the move was spurred by a wet climate that created pathways to Eurasia. New studies,
though, show that the migration may have occurred for the opposite reasons—to escape
an increasingly dry climate.

The Sci-News website reports that researchers analyzed the Horn of
Africa’s climate 200,000 years ago by studying a core of ocean sediment
taken from the western end of the Gulf of Aden, off modern-day Somalia.
They looked at chemicals created by a type of algae that changed com-
position depending on water temperature. The team determined that the
climate in the Horn of Africa some 70,000 years ago shifted from a wet
phase to one that was drier and colder than it is now. The transition would
have prompted early humans to migrate from Africa to the Middle East and Asia.
