• Barbecues & Picnics: It’s also seen as the unoffi  cial end of summer, so families often 

gather for cookouts and outdoor fun.
• Retail Sales: Major sales events happen over Labor Day weekend, especially for back-

to-school shopping.
• Sports: College football season often kicks off  around Labor Day weekend.

 Fun Fact
Labor Day is sometimes confused with May Day (International Workers’ Day), which is 

celebrated on May 1 in many countries. The U.S. chose September to distance itself from the 
more politically charged May Day.
