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Brain Scan Measures Aging Rate
From NIH (News in Health) newsinhealth.nih.gov

Biologically speaking, some people age faster than others. Your aging rate 
can affect your health and disease risks. If you knew this rate, you might 
be able to work with your doctor to slow the aging process. A research team developed 

a way to measure aging based on a single brain scan.
The team drew on their earlier studies, where they devised a way to measure biological 

aging using blood tests. They tracked the health of more than 1,000 people from birth to age 45 
and measured 19 factors related to health. These included heart function, metabolism, disease-
fighting molecules, and more. Using these, they developed a measurement called the Pace

of Aging. It shows how health functions dwindle over time. 
Most of the study participants also had an MRI scan at age 45. In the new study, the team 

combined the Pace of Aging scores with the MRI scan data. They developed a new aging 
measurement, called Dunedin-PACNI, based on the brain scans alone. They then tested the 
new tool with data collected on thousands of people from other studies. 

Dunedin-PACNI accurately predicted how quickly a person’s ability to think and remember 
weakened with age. It also could predict a person’s risk of future disease and death.

“We’ve captured how fast people are aging using data collected in midlife. And it’s helping 
us predict diagnosis of dementia among people who are much older,” explains Dr.

Ahmad Hariri of Duke University. “We really think of it as hopefully being a key new tool 
in forecasting and predicting risk for diseases.”

Missed Jury Duty? The Jury’s Out on That

HOW IT WORKS
•	 You receive a call or email from a local court or law enforcement official, such as a 

marshal or sheriff, saying you’ve missed jury duty and face immediate arrest unless 
you pay a fine.

•	 You may be directed to what appears to be a government website that requests personal 
information, such as your Social Security number and date of birth, to check how much 
you owe.

•	 The “fine” can be as high as $10,000, with payment options on the site or through a 
“government kiosk” to make payment in cryptocurrency.

 
WHAT YOU SHOULD KNOW

•	 Genuine jury duty communications come by mail, not by phone or email, and real court 
officials will never threaten arrest or request sensitive information.

•	 These impostors may know personal details about you from public records or data breaches 
to appear legitimate.

•	 Criminals can also spoof phone numbers and create official-looking websites, making it 
hard to distinguish from real government pages.

•	 Payment requests via cash, gift cards, payment apps, cryptocurrency or wire transfers are 
common in fraud tactics.

WHAT YOU SHOULD DO
•	 Hang up if someone calls you out of the blue saying you missed jury duty.
•	 It simply isn’t safe these days to click on a link in response to an email or text because it is 

too easy for fraud criminals to make copycat sites that are virtually undetectable as fakes.
•	 If you’re worried you may have missed jury duty, look up and call the official number for 

a court or law enforcement agency directly to verify.

Do you belong to ‘Team Coyote’?

In their book, Beep! Beep! Competing in the Age of the Road Runner, Chip R. Bell and 
Oren Harari discuss the messages we can learn from one of the most recognizable pair 
of antagonists around: Wile E. Coyote and the Road Runner. The authors describe two 

diff erent cartoons: 
In one, the coyote holds a medicine bottle labeled “Acme Hi-Speed Tonic—Contains 

vitamins R+P+M.” When he gives a spoonful to a small mouse, the rodent zooms around 
at jet speed. The coyote drinks the whole bottle and zips off  after the Road Runner. But the 
Road Runner stops suddenly, sticks out his foot, and trips Mr. Coyote.

The second cartoon begins with a close shot on a box labeled: “One Acme Jet-Propelled 
Pogo Stick.” Wile E. removes the pogo stick from the box, switches it on, mounts it, and 
waits for the Road Runner. As the Road Runner races by, Wile E. begins bouncing up and 
down after him. But soon the coyote loses control of the stick and falls backward over a cliff . 

“What these scenes show is that you cannot remain a coyote and expect to compete 
against road runners by simply copying their movements,” write the authors. “Sure, the 
coyote can buy high-speed tonic or jet-propelled pogo sticks, but his body and soul are still 
coyote. If you are a coyote team or organization, no matter what fads or quick fi xes you jump 
into, you are just imitating a road runner—and the real thing will beat you every time.”

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In dreams, you can control your reality

The movie Inception explored the idea of controlling one’s dreams. Although that fea-
tured collapsing cities and struggles in zero gravity, the concept of guiding your own 
dreams isn’t so outlandish. “Lucid dreaming” can allow you to fl y, conquer nightmares, 

and solve real-life problems. 

Here’s how to take control of your nighttime visions:
• Keep a dream journal. The fi rst step to controlling dreams is remembering them. Keep 

a journal close to your bed, and write down any dream you have as soon as you wake up 
(or keep a digital voice recorder handy). Look for recurring themes—people, situations, 
etc. This trains your brain to become more aware of dream activity.

• Do a “dream check.” Throughout the day, pause and ask yourself, “Am I dreaming?” 
This trains your mind to start asking the same question while you’re asleep.

• Nap. Some studies suggest the best time to attempt a lucid dream is during a nap taken a 
few hours after getting up in the morning. If you wake up during a dream, stay quiet and 
try to return to the dream as you drift off  again.

• Perform a reality check. After some practice, you’ll start being aware of the fact that 
you’re in a dream. To confi rm this, try some experiments: Look at a clock, turn away, 
then look again. In dreams, the time will change. Or look at yourself in a mirror; in a 
dream, the image you see will be distorted or blurry.

• Take off ! Once you’re aware that you’re dreaming, try taking charge of the environment. 
Jump up and down to see if you can fl y, for example. If you’re having a nightmare, con-
front the danger instead of running away; this can reduce the fear you feel when you
