DO YOU KNOW THE FMO?

FMO WORKS FOR YOU:

The FMO is working with a very slim budget: There are three paid entities 
that are paid from the dues: Legal Counsel, Legal Legislative Counsel, and Business 
Management Group as required by FMO Rules and Regulations. Everyone else including 

the Board of Directors, all District Presidents and Park Representatives volunteer their time 
expenses to keep the membership informed. Florida is 100% covered by an FMO district.

The membership is required to have a sixty day notice of every item that requires a vote 
by the FMO Board. Everyone will receive notice by email (if they have a valid email address 
on file) that yearly dues will be increased to $40.00 beginning July 26. 2025. If your dues 
are due by Sept. 25, 2025 – you will renew at the existing dues amount – if after Sept., 2025 
your renewal will be at the new rate. As a gentle reminder, if you expire after Sept 25, 2025, 
attempts to pay ahead at the 2024 dues rate, it will not be excepted. At present of the FMO 
members in Four Seasons only two are in arrears.

The bills presented at the legislative session in the spring made it through every committee 
with 100% voting approval, but did not make it out of the last committee in time to be placed 
on the agenda. House Bill 701 and Senate Bill1140 will be discussed with the committee as 
to potential questions, then taken back to FMO committees to prepare it for presentation at 
the session is 2026. This bill is supported by FMHA and the FMO and provides several issues 
beneficial to the housing deficit in Florida. DISCRIMINATION exists in Florida against home 
owners in MHP’s who operate under FL Statue 723. We own our homes, pay taxes on the lot it 
sets on, but do not own the ground it sets on.

We cannot get or apply for Rental Assistance from the Federal Ship Program because we 
do not own the ground, yet we pay the taxes. You must own the land it sets on to be eligible for 
rent reduction via your taxes paid.

Federal SHIP dollars are allotted to the state, divided and distributed to the counties, 
whose leaders, by land owner applications received, decide who receives rent REDUCTION 
assistance, Florida is not the only state with similar problems. Veteran’s have the same issues 
when applying for assistance. CONTACT THOSE IN LEGAL AND STATE OFFICES for 
your area to bring a solution and an end to this DISCRIMINATION.
