SUMMARY OF OCTOBER 16TH BOARD MEETING

•	 Fence Replacement- the BOD received three bids to replace the fence along Jackson and 
126th Street, to begin in mid-November.

•	 Sub-Metering- Individual water meters will be installed on each Unit soon and once all 
the meters are installed in Glenwood the monthly maintenance fees will be lowered to 
offset the bi-monthly water bill to each Unit.

•	 Spectrum Contract-The contract for Spectrum has been renegotiated and renewed for 
Glenwood.  Each Unit will be able to keep their current 2025 rate until January of 2027. 

•	 New Pool Sign-The rules on the pool sign have been updated to reflect what the condo 
documents state.

•	 Condo Docs Update-The condo documents have been updated and sent to the attorney 
for review.  A copy of the restated 2026 Condo Docs will be available on the Glenwood 
Website and a copy in the office for residents to review in November.  These Re-instated 
Condo Docs will be voted on at the Annual Meeting on January 12, 2026.

PUMPKIN-PECAN SLAB PIE 
Pillsbury

INGREDIENTS

Crust
1 box refrigerated Pie Crusts (2 count), softened as directed on box

Pumpkin Pie Filling
•	 ¾ cup packed brown sugar
•	 1 can (15 oz) pumpkin (not pumpkin pie mix)
•	 1 ¼ cups half-and-half
•	 2 eggs
•	 1 tablespoon pumpkin pie spice

Pecan Pie Filling
•	 2/3 cup packed brown sugar
•	 ½ cup light corn syrup
•	 3 eggs
•	 2 cups chopped pecans

DIRECTIONS

1.	Heat oven to 375 degrees.  Remove pie crusts from pouches.  On lightly floured surface, 
unroll and stack crusts one on top of the other.  Roll to 17X12-inch rectangle.

2.	Fit crust into ungreased 15X10X1-inch pan, pressing into corners.  Fold extra crust even 
with edges of pan.  Crust should come to top edge of pan, sealing any tears in crust.

3.	 In large bowl, using whisk, mix Pumpkin Pie Filling ingredients until well blended.  
Pour filling over crust; spread evenly.  Bake 25 to 28 minutes until filling is set.

4.	Meanwhile, in medium bowl, using whisk, mix all Pecan Pie Filling ingredients except 
pecans until well blended.  Stir in pecans.  Carefully spoon over pumpkin pie filling, 
spreading evenly.

5.	Bake 23-28 minutes until deep golden brown and set in the center.  Cool completely in 
pan, about 1 ½ hours.  Refrigerate 1 hour before cutting into 4 rows by 4 rows.  Top with 
whipped cream if desired.
