The top types of imposter scams:

•  Government imposter scams - Unless you contact them �rst, government 
agencies typically initiate communication with you by letter. Unexpected 
contact or demands through any other method may be a scam.

•  IRS imposter scams - scammers pretend you owe the IRS money for taxes and 
may threaten legal action

•  Social Security imposter scams - scammers claim there is a problem with 
your Social Security account or promise to increase your bene�ts

•  Grandparent scams - scammers pretend to be a grandchild or other relative

Hello All,
There will be 2 openings for Board of Directors positions 

coming up in February. Nomination information will be sent to 
each homeowner in December at the address currently on file with the Association.

A reminder - if you are returning from up north for the season, please ensure you have put 
a change of address in the box at the clubhouse.

This is the time of year when we have the most visitors. Our bylaws are very specific about 
how long a visitor can stay – no more than 30 days in a calendar year. If you are planning 
to lease out your unit, it must be for at least 3 months, and a lease application is required 
to be submitted to the Association for approval at least 10 business days in advance of the 
start date. Background checks are required before a lease is approved.  It is the homeowner’s 
responsibility as well to make sure visitors or renters are aware of and follow the rules and 
regulations of the Association. Your cooperation is appreciated.

It has been a busy fall in Blue Jay. We have been faced with a number of small, but 
immediate issues that needed attention. All of this work was done by Blue Jay homeowners 
working as volunteers. We are lucky to have wonderful volunteers in our community. Thank 
you all for doing your part to keep our costs down and our park looking great!!!

Plans are underway to begin next year’s projects, as we like to be finished before Board 
members begin heading up north for the summer. You will learn more about these projects at 
Monday morning Ops meetings or Wednesday morning coffee hours.

The Board has entered into contracts, and will hope to have completed, 2 ongoing issues 
on top of and around the clubhouse in the near future. The first, a repair to the flat portion 
on the roof of the clubhouse, was begun on Monday, November 10th, and should be already 
completed. The second, a replacement of the clubhouse deck, is scheduled to start on Monday 
December 1st. The deck replacement will take approximately 2 weeks, during which the deck 
will be unusable. Please allow the contractors to do their jobs without homeowner interference.

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On Being a Board Member

Have you ever considered becoming a member of the Board of 
Directors?? There are 5 positions that are elected in two-year 
terms. One year, there are 2 openings, and the next, there are 3 

openings. This is to ensure continuity and that the board is not fully brand new in a given year.

The positions are interesting and challenging, and allow volunteers to use their skills for 
the good of the community. It is said that once you serve on the board, “there will be a special 
place in heaven for you,” – but it is entirely voluntary, no salary.

The job is not without challenges. You need to be able to work as a team, deal with contractors, 
respect and advocate for residents, and make decisions for the good of the Association and not 
your personal viewpoint.  Bottom line, you would be part of the team running the business of 
Blue Jay with a budget of about $700,000 annually.

Nominations are requested in December, and elections are held at the annual meeting in 
February. Once elected, the Directors choose the President and Vice President. The Treasurer 
and Secretary are appointed positions and those members do not have to be on the board to 
serve. So, just what does a board member do???

There are 5 scheduled board meetings in the year, plus the annual meeting. However, lots of 
work goes on outside of those meetings – with the help of the Management Company, there is 
an operations meeting every Monday morning with as many directors as are available and any 
resident who wants to attend. Projects are reviewed, and status is given, along with handling 
complaints from homeowners. The Board is responsible for getting and reviewing quotes, 
selecting contractors and executing the projects in the budget, and supervising the contractors 
that are hired. The Board relies on volunteers to help with various projects and activities that 
need to be done to keep the community in good repair.

Board members are governed by the bylaws of the Association and the Florida Statutes. 
Each Board Member must complete a Board Training session and be certified.

So, are you interested?? Do you need something to keep you busy and stimulate your 
mind??
