• Information on your credit report for accounts you did not open

• Mail stops coming to, or is missing from, your mailbox

How to report identity theft
To report identity theft, contact:
• The Federal Trade Commission (FTC) online at IdentityTheft.gov or call 

1-877-438-4338
• The three major credit reporting agencies. Ask them to place fraud alerts and a 

credit freeze on your accounts.
• The fraud department at your credit card issuers, bank, and other places 

where you have accounts

How to protect yourself from identity theft
• Do not answer phone calls, texts, social media messages, or email from 

numbers or people you do not know.
• Do not share personal information like your bank account number, Social Security 

number, or date of birth.
• Collect your mail every day and place a hold on your mail when you will be 

on vacation or away from your home. 
• Review credit card and bank account statements. Watch for and report 

unauthorized or suspicious transactions.
• Understand how ATM skimming works and how to protect yourself
• Learn when it is safe to use a public Wi-Fi network
• Store personal information, including your Social Security card, in a safe place. Do 

not carry it in your wallet.

The top types of imposter scams:
An imposter scammer may call, text, or email to convince you they are someone 

in authority. They may even use caller ID to make it look like they are calling 
from an o�cial government or business' number. To commit identity theft, they 

try to get you to send money or a gift card or share personal information.

•  Government imposter scams - Unless you contact them �rst, government 
agencies typically initiate communication with you by letter. Unexpected 
contact or demands through any other method may be a scam.

•  IRS imposter scams - scammers pretend you owe the IRS money for taxes and 
may threaten legal action

•  Social Security imposter scams - scammers claim there is a problem with 
your Social Security account or promise to increase your bene�ts

•  Charity scams - scammers pretend to be from a real or fake charity and try to 
get you to contribute

•  Grandparent scams - scammers pretend to be a grandchild or other relative 
who needs emergency �nancial help

•  Tech support scams - scammers tell you your computer’s security is at risk 
and try to remotely access your device and steal personal information or ask 
for payment

•  Scammers may also pretend to be from your bank or a company you do 
business with. You might be told you owe money or there is a problem with 
your account.

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The Mysterious Gift Under the Tree

One	Christmas	Eve,	a	family	gathered	around	the	tree,	fi	nishing	up	the	last	
of	the	cocoa	and	carols.	As	the	children	were	sent	off		to	bed,	the	parents	
noticed a small, unmarked gift tucked deep behind the tree. Neither of 

them	had	placed	it	there.	Curious,	they	opened	it	to	fi	nd	a	handmade	ornament	
with the words: “Believe in the magic.” Inside was a note from their late grandmother, 
written years before she passed, thanking them for keeping the family traditions alive. She 
had hidden the gift during her last Christmas with them, hoping it would be found when they 
needed it most. That year, the family had been struggling with grief, and the unexpected 
message brought comfort and tears—reminding them that love endures, even after loss.

The Christmas Truce of 1914

During World War I, on Christmas Eve 1914, something 
extraordinary happened. British and German soldiers, 
entrenched	in	bitter	combat,	spontaneously	ceased	fi	re.	Soldiers	from	both	sides	

emerged from their trenches, met in no man's land, and exchanged greetings, food, and even 
played a game of football. They sang carols together and buried their dead with dignity. 
Though brief, the truce was a powerful reminder of shared humanity—even in the darkest of 
times.	It	remains	one	of	the	most	poignant	examples	of	peace	breaking	through	confl	ict,	if	
only for a day.

 The Turkey That Got Away

One Christmas, a family decided to go all out and buy a fresh turkey 
from a local farm instead of the usual frozen one. The dad was in 
charge of picking it up, and he proudly brought home a massive bird. 

But when it came time to cook it, the oven door wouldn’t close—it was too 
big.

So, they tried trimming it. Still too big. Then they tried rotating it. Still no luck. Eventually, 
they gave up and decided to cook it on the grill outside. But halfway through, it started 
raining—hard. The dad, determined not to let Christmas dinner be ruined, stood outside with 
an	umbrella,	fl	ipping	the	turkey	like	a	warrior	defending	his	feast.

Hours	later,	they	fi	nally	brought	it	in,	only	to	discover…	it	was	still	raw	in	the	middle.	They	
ended up eating side dishes and pie for dinner, and the turkey became the next day's project. 
The family now jokes that the turkey was so big it needed its own zip code—and they’ve 
gone back to frozen ever since.

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Ask the right questions

Asking questions is the key to creative thinking, but you’ve got to 
ask the right kinds of questions. Here are some ideas for generating 
questions that get results:

• Write variations of the same question. Without overthinking it or second-guessing your-
self, quickly write at least 10 variations of the question you’re exploring. “How can we 
reduce expenses?” could become, “How can I persuade people to reduce expenses?” and 
“Where can we easily cut expenses?” and so forth. Each iteration will produce a new and 
diff	erent	idea.

• Analyze everything. Don’t go through life on autopilot. Take a hard look at little annoy-
ances,	for	example,	and	try	to	fi	nd	ways	to	eliminate	them—“How	can	I	stop	getting	in-
terrupted for nonessential problems?” for example. Examine the tools that help you every 
day and look for ways to maximize them: “How can I get more out of all the applications 
on my computer?”

• Question	your	fi	rst	solution.	Maybe	you’ve	got	an	answer	to	your	question,	but	don’t	
stop there. Reinterpret it. For example, look for ways your solution could be improved, 
misused, or used to solve other problems. This helps you look past your assumptions and 
consider new perspectives.
